Sabit MUKANOYV (1900-1973) — academician poet, writer and
playwright of Kazakh Classical Literature. Mukanov lived and cre-
ated their works in Almaty since 1930 and up until the last days of
his life. He and his wife Mariyam brought up their six children here
in Almaty; and here in Almaty his imperishable works have seen the
light. The city with white capped mountains and sounds of waters in
the shady alleys, with noisy big avenues, was dear to his heart. «<How
wonderful is our Almaty...» — he delighted in his poem «Almatynin
koshesi» (1948) /«The street of Almaty». «When I am bored, I go for
a walk along the green streets of Almaty», he said. So, we invite you,
dear citizens of Almaty and our guests, to have «A Walk with Mu-
kanov» in those places that kept memories of the great writer.

Writers® Union of Kazakhstan (105 Ablai khan Ave., corner
of Tole bi Str) — this creative association of artists in words was
founded in 1934. Sabit Mukanov was among the founders of the
Union Along with great classics of Kazakh literature like Saken
Seifullin, Iliyas Zhansugurov, Beimbet Maylin.. In different time
p_eriods 1936-1937 and 1943-1951 he was the head of organiza-
tion. Mukanov actively took part in all events of literary commu-
nity. The writer made an invaluable contribution to the development
of Kazakh literature. Many young writers owe their professional
development to his vigilant care and attention. Writers’ Union of
Kazakhstan now constitutes of more than 800 members.

National Library of the Republic of Kazakhstan
(14 Abay Ave., corner of Ablai khan Ave., founded in 1931) contains
numerous copies of Sabit Mukanov’s books published in different
years. His works (novels, novellas, short stories, plays, screenplays,
poems, books, research, selected works, and etc.) are available to the
visitors at any time. Before 100 years anniversary of the writer, in
2000, National library had published «Bibliographic index» of Mu-
kanov’s works.

Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (39 4bay
Ave., corner of Panfilov Str.) was founded in 1921 in Orenburg; in 1929
it was moved to Almaty. Personal fund of Sabit Mukanov is filed here
under the archive Nel634. It contains valuable handwritings of the
writer from his personal archive. For example, the letter of Shakarim
Kudaibergenov (1931) is the only extant document with a poet’s hand-
writing. Archive keeps Mukanov’s correspondence consisting many
volumes. None of Kazakh writers has such a rich epistolary heritage.
There are big opportunities for for scholars and researchers of Mu-
kanov’s oeuvre, and Kazakh literature in general.

Sabit Mukanov, along with well-known public and cultural figures
like Akhmet Baitursynov, Saken Seifullin, Sanzhar Aspandiyarov,
Mukhtar Auezov, Kudaibergen Zhubanov — played a key role in the
formation of the Kazakh National Pedagogical University named
after Abay (13 Dostyk Ave., corner of Kazybek bi, founded in 1928).
It’s the first institute in Kazakhstan to provide higher education. Be-
ing an author of the textbooks on the history of Kazakh literature, he
taught at this university in 1938. Skillful storyteller, perfectly master-
ing the art of speech, he made people have an unquenchable interest in
his subject. The memorial museum has a payroll of an Institute with a
personal signature of the writer.

In 1933, «Zhazushy» Publishing House (143 Abay Ave., corner
of Gagarin Ave) was created as publishing house for «Kazakh fic-
tiony». Its first publication was a collection of Abay’s poems. Origi-
nally, Zhazushy specialized in publishing of Kazakh writers’ works
and translated literature. Sabit Mukanov’s numerous works as well
ascollections of Selected Works, complete set of works (16 volumes,

Seeing
them, he stood up and greeted them first. One of the young men said with
an embarrassment: «Sabe, we could have greeted You first». And Sabit
replied: «I was afraid that you will rush past me like crazy, without greet-
ing!» Excellent expert of antiquities, in his time, he was nicknamed «living
encyclopedia».
